STAMP SPECIMENS E-LIBRARY

The ANDEX Entry and Exit Stamp Specimens
E-Library was launched in January 2024. The
ANDEX E-Library serves as a centralized and
comprehensive repository for the accessibility
of entry and exit stamps from various border
checkpoints for relevant authorities on a
secure database platform. Authorized
personnel including immigration officers,
border management officials, and other
authorized persons, can efficiently access the
reference specimens. The establishment of
this E-Library is in response to the request by
the ANDEX Network, and it includes stamps
from participating ANDEX Members and
select Observers.
